Å Funding organizations from 12 European countries 
committed in total 8.7 M€ to this topic 

 

Å In the 2-step review process, 71 pre-proposals and 25 
invited full-proposals have been submitted  

 

Å In 2014, 6 proposals were granted funding, gathering in 
total 76 researchers from 10 countries to work together 
on Societal Transformation research issues
